
I’ve had the privilege of 

overseeing RHCC’s small 

group ministry for over 15 

years, and have learned 

a lot through practice and observation. 

Here’s one critical observation that I’m 

finding to be very true when it comes to our 

experiencing community together—I believe 

that (typically) the bond of Christ-centered 

relationships will grow only so far when it 

comes to the learning/sharing experience 

of small groups; but, the unity of relationships 

becomes greatly enhanced when God’s 

people engage in a MEANINGFUL CAUSE 

together that is beyond their own needs.

I’ve encountered the incredible depth 

of emotion that my Marine sons express 

whenever they’ve received word of a 

hardship befalling a buddy they served 

alongside. As well as I know my sons, I’ve 

witnessed something very unique about the 

depth of emotion they show when a fellow 

Marine brother goes down in some way. 

What is that element in their relationships that 

seems to lend to this deep bond? I believe 

it’s the reality of their shared sacrificial mission 

together. In regard to their military mission, 

they’ve invested together, they’ve toiled 

together, they’ve failed together, they’ve 

suffered together, and they’ve experienced 

success together. As a result, they have 

BONDED together…on another, deeper 

level. They have shared with each other in 

sacrificial mission!

This deeper bond can be experienced in 

small group community when people not 

only share together, learn together, and 

pray together, but also when they engage 

arm-in-arm in Christ-centered MISSION 

together. This is the collective aim of God’s 

people to practically extend the love and 

message of Christ into our communities and 

world. Without MISSION, fellowship and 

community are incomplete.

At Rolling Hills, small groups continue to be 

central to our overall strategy for ministry. 

But, our groups are beginning to see a 

critical shift as we balance FELLOWSHIP 

with MISSION. Not only will our local 

communities be BLESSED as a result, but 

our small group communities will also 

experience a deeper BOND!
