A Seattle area church describes how they 
distribute the work of their church into two 
broad categories: Air War and Ground 
War. The Air War describes ministries that 
reach a large number of people at once. 
The Ground War is about ministries that 
deal with people on a more relational level. 
Both are needed and unity between them 
is essential for a movement to be effective.

Here at RHCC, we put much time and 
energy into our own “Air War” each Sunday 
morning, working to break down strongholds 
and soften defenses so the hard work 
of relational discipleship can advance. 
We’re excited about our fall plans and 
want to give you a brief overview.

On three select Sundays, we will experiment 
with a different kind of service, called 
“Selah.” The concept behind the ancient 
Hebrew word “Selah” is difficult to translate 
into 21st century English, but the most 
concise meaning is “let those with eyes see 
and those with ears hear.” Our first Selah 
happens on Sunday, September 5, when 
we’ll hit the pause button on our routine 
and reflect on the significance of what 
God has revealed to us over the summer. 
We’ll follow this pattern at the conclusion 
of other teaching focuses this fall.

“Margin,” a two-week mini-focus, begins 
on Sunday, September 12, with Pastor 

Bill speaking on the importance of 
keeping space in our lives so we don’t 
crowd God out with our busyness.

Then, beginning Sunday, September 26, 
we will engage in a special four-week 
experience together called the “Jesus 
Experiment.” RHCC member Bill Perkins, 
a nationally recognized speaker and 
author, is writing a book that takes a 
fresh look at how Jesus not only lived 
and spoke, but also how He thought 
and felt. After examining specific 
moments in Jesus’ life, we will attempt to 
reproduce His feelings, thoughts, words, 
and actions in our own lives. An entire 
church making an honest attempt at this 
BOLD experiment will be life-changing 
for us as individuals and for our 
community as well. Advent Conspiracy, 
which had far-reaching impact last 
year, will follow later in October.

We will pour everything we have into 
our Sunday gatherings, knowing that 
our “Air War” is preparing the way for 
each of you to do the hard work of 
advancing God’s Kingdom through 
building discipleship relationships with 
neighbors, co-workers, students, and 
anyone else God places in your path.
